Feeding of Pigeons

[image: image2.wmf]Residents are reminded that feeding the pigeons or putting out bird food or seed is prohibited at Wedgewood Green.  Putting food out attracts the birds who make their nests under the roof tiles.  This causes damage to the buildings and creates hygiene problems.

Fire Hoses

[image: image3.wmf]Fire Hoses may only be used for fighting fires.  Under no circumstances may fire hoses be used for any other purpose.  The illegal use of the fire hoses is contrary to the municipal by-laws and the Body Corporate can be severely penalized.  An administration fee of not less than R1000.00 shall be charged to residents found using the fire hoses illegally.

3. Building Structure

In his analysis of the cause of the problems, and subsequent recommendations to prevent these problems from occurring in the future; it was advised that residents should not establish garden beds against the walls of the units.  Residents must please refrain from establishing any further garden beds against the walls of the buildings.

Cigarette Butts

Please do not throw cigarette butts or other litter onto the paving and common property at Wedgewood Green.  This causes the complex to look extremely untidy, and causes additional unnecessary work for the groundsmen.

Common Property Toilet Facilities

There are no toilet facilities on the common property for domestic workers, therefore please allow your domestic worker to use the toilet in your unit.
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
