Refuse Procedure

Residents are requested to please take note of the following procedure regarding refuse removal.

[image: image4.wmf]The bins are removed from 09h30 on Tuesdays, in order for the council to collect the refuse on a Wednesday, the bins are returned to the units on Wednesday.  Please do not place refuse out after 09h30 on a Tuesday, by leaving on the grass where the bin is normally situated, as the garden service, services the gardens on a Tuesday.  One bin is normally left in each section, please either look for a bin and place your refuse inside the bin, or keep your refuse inside your unit, until the bin is returned.  Please advise your domestic help of the above procedure.  Your co-operation in this regard will be greatly appreciated.

The garden service will remove all garden refuse, therefore please do not place this in black bags and in the bins, please leave garden refuse on the grass and the garden service will remove it on a Tuesday.
